There is a tall and worthy mansion in this garden and there are
the tallest windbreaks in the world and it is significantly important in terms of
architectural value.

8- Lariha House (Khaneh-e Lariha) is one of the dramatic attractions of Yazd,
the land of windbreaks, which is 150 years old. This gorgeous house shows its
nobility despite possessing a mirror room with gorgeous mirror works and has

antiquity about fifty or sixty years.

9- Amirchakhmagq palm is one of the biggest symbols of Yazd, which has been
created of wooden trunks and the residents of Yazd rotate it during the
Muharram mourning ceremony. This enormous palm is one of the most dramatic

characteristics of Yazd, which is 450 years old and is regarded as the oldest palm.

10- Varham Fire Temple known as Bahram Fire Temple in Yazd, the land of
windbreaks, is one of the famous buildings. It had been a place to keep the
divine fire of Zoroastrians and a place of worship for Zoroastrians. It
is interesting to note that the fire inside this place has been ignited for 1500

years and its visitors can recognize this divine fire through the glass.

11- Caracal Desert is a gorgeous desert around Bafgh, Yazd, which is famous
as Caracal due to the presence of a kind of a long-eared cat. These cats have

3- Vaght o Saat Square is another attraction of Yazd province, the land of windbreaks,
which is one of the oldest clock towers in Iran and the world and is considered as the first
urban clock in Iran. This tower was made in the Qajar period. The arches, brick §
ornaments, and tiles engraved with the lines of the verses display an extraordinary beauty in it. =

4- Jahan Shesh Badgir Ab Anbar (literally Six-Wind Tower Cistern) in Yazd province is
the name of one of the 75 reservoirs of drinking water in Yazd that was built 180 years ago
during the Qajar period. It has been built in 8 faces so that the building of this construction
to be able to cope with the climatic conditions and the direction of the wind in this desert
region. Jahan Shesh Badgir Ab Anbar has 2 outlets for Zoroastrians and for Muslims.

20- Museum of mirrors and lighting in Yazd was opened many years ago in the “Sarrafzadeh”
house. This museum is the only specialized museum associated with the theme of light in Iran
and covers a diversity of fat burners, candle burners, oil burners, and electrical objects that

21. Hazireh Mosque is a mosque in Yazd, the land of windbreaks that have the tallest and
most majestic minarets of Iran. This building has a special effect with its long facade and
blue tiles and different patterns of bergamot and Kufic lines and two remarkable minarets
with gorgeous designs.

22- The blacksmiths” market /Bazare Mesgarha is one of the attractions of Yazd, which has
a special enchantment and wonder and is the heritage of the Timurids, and life is still

continuing there with its 600-year-old antiquity.

23. The architecture of Ashkezar Water Mil in Yazd province, the land of windbreaks, is one
of the features that has made it the most distinctive attraction. The Charming and interior dec-

orated with paintings, geometric patterns encompassing the walls, the brickwork of the main
space of the building, and the yard of the Ashkzar water mill has shown a special art.

24- Jameh mosque of Fahraj is one of the buildings of Yazd, the land of windbreaks, which
dates back to the early days of Islam. This historical mosque does not have a dome and there
are no decorative tiles or inscriptions on it.This building has many fans due to the simplicity

of this mosque and its particular beauty.

25-Chek Chek Shrine in Yazd is one of the most popular and well-known attractions of Yazd
that impresses the eyes of every viewer. This magnificent place is located in the beautiful city
of Ardakan and is a shrine of the followers of Zoroaster, which is located in the core of the
mountain and on top of a hill, and its beauty is in such a way that it is possible to observe it

for a long time.

26- There are many villages in Yazd province, the land of windbreaks, and the Fahraj village is
located in the east of Yazd and in the core of the desert. The village dates back to pre-Islamic

periods and is very rich in beauty and attractions.

27-Siahkuh Desert is another attraction in Yazd that has many fans. This desert is located
between the salt marsh and the swamp and is a beautiful and magnificent place.
An aerial map of the Siahkuh Desert shows that this place is similar to the crescent moon and

Siahkuh Mountain is located in its crescent arc.

28. Solat House is another fascinating and historical house in Yazd, the land of windbreaks,
which is as old as the Qajars in Abarkooh. The beautiful architecture of the Solat house
impresses the eyes of every viewer. The decorations that can be recognized in the house,
such as artistically plastered columns with beautiful Islamic motifs and flowers and plants
and earring plates around the yard are also very magnificent. The entrance to the house is tall
and magnificent and has been decorated with elegant paintings. There is also the Abarkooh

Anthropology Museum in this house, which there are beautiful and expensive objects in it.

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13- The crypt of Zoroastrians had been and is the place of living and birthplace of
Zoroastrian nationals in Yazd since ancient times, and accordingly, there are
historical monuments of this part of the people of our country in the city. Golestan
crypt and Mahaliyeh crypt are among these crypts that have had different applications.

14- The antiquity of Hamam Khan or Noor hothouse returns back to the year 1212

AH in Yazd province. The internal decorations of this complex were very simple and
most of the decorations can be observed in its royal part. Generally, the bathroom holds
entrances, dressing rooms, hothouses, and spaces related to them, as well as a pool
alongside the hothouse, in which each one has been decorated with art.

15- Chaparkhaneh of Meybod in Yazd, the land of windbreaks, is a part of Shah

Abbasi caravanserai and dates back to the Qajar era. According to the statements,
this was one of the major postal centers in ancient times. This post office in
addition to having the watchtowers and high walls, the open areas, two indoor
areas, has rooms for the head of the post office/Chaparkhaneh and accommodation
for carriers, guards, and horses. Presently, it has been given to the General Post
Office of Yazd Province on loan.

16- Amir Chakhmaq Complex includes Amir Chakhmaq Reliance, Mirchakhmaq

Mosque, and a large water reservoir and it is also known as the Jameh No Mosque that
has been built during the Timurid period and it is ranked second after the Jameh/Grand
Mosque in terms of beauty, size, importance, and fame. The dome of this mosque,
which is curved and cracked, has been tiled with green tiles, and there is an inscription
in Kufic script around it.

17- The Water Museum building in Yazd, the land of windbreaks, was constructed in
1266 A.D. and has five floors and a series of hundreds of years old canals that pass
through and they are the features of this museum and the historical monument.

Itisinteresting tonote that, there is a well house in the roof of this house that its water was drawn
by well wheels and the water reservoir of the house located on the ground floor was filled by it.
Currently, this museum has more than 200 historical objects, from devices related to digging

canals to documents of some of the main aqueducts of Yazd that are observable for the public.

18. Jank Ab Anbar /Reservoir in Yazd, the land of windbreaks, is considered as the
oldest reservoir in this province. Irangard research confirms that this reservoir is
named by a combination of the word’s jinn and k, and in the past, people close to it

believed that jinn has been observed in this reservoir.

19- The Fahadan Museum Hotel in a historical building known as the “Tehraniha
house” is in Yazd province, the land of windbreaks.This mansion includes three
courtyards including the main yard, orangery, and the Kolah Farangi pavilion, three
attractive wind catchers, a lofty traditional hall, well chamber, basement, vestibule, and

a roof overlooking the historical quarter of Yazd, etc.

6- Sirjan Darvish Khan rock garden

The stone garden is located 40 km
southeast of Sirjan and is considered
as one of the tourist attractions of
Kerman. This garden has belonged
to Darvish Khan Esfandiarpour.
Darvish Khan Esfandiarpour was a
deaf and dumb man who lived with
his family in 40 km from Sirjan and
worked in livestock and agriculture
fields, But Darvish Khan lost his lands
in 1961, during the land reforms, and
quit gardening to protest till all trees
dried fully in his garden. He later

attaches stones to all the branches of
the fruit trees and takes care of them
similar to genuine fruit trees. Most of
the rocks in this garden have holes
through which dry branches have
moved among them. Apart from the
stone, other things like rubber, broken
mirrors and springs have been also
swung on dry trees. The rock garden
has displayed one of the dramatic
attractions of Kerman and Sirjan, but
Darvish Khan died on April 10, 2007,
at the age of 90, and his body was
buried in the rock garden of Sirjan.
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2- Maharloo Pink Lake

Maharloo Lake is a seasonal Salt
Lake in the heights of Fars and is
located 15 km southeast of Shiraz.
The lake with a region of about 600
square kilometers, is considered as
a refuge for wildlife and birds. The
most significant creatures of this
lagoon are birds such as flamingos,
ducks, and anchovies. Khoshk riv-
er is a seasonal river that runs into
this lake from Shiraz and brings
most of the floods to the lake bot-
tom throughout heavy rainfalls.
The lake water normally evaporates
over the end of summer and reveals
a white view of the lake bed. The
lake water turns reddish-pink in
mid-summer and according to the
high rate of evaporation and salt

concentration. This color changes
somewhat in May and displays a
medium violet red status to travelers.
Maharloo Lake is full of potassium
and other salts, but the lake is pink
due to the high volume of pink algae
in it. Some people believe that the
lake was employed for the exe-

cution of prisoners condemned to |

death in previous governments, and
their bodies have been dropped in
the lake. Maharloo Lake is located
on the way to Bandar Abbas, and

travelers pay highly attention to
various clothes of locals with colorful

silk veils and brocade trousers, henna

patterns with Iranian and Islamic
motifs on the hands and feet, and
painted masks at the time of passing
through this passage.

4- Strange statues of Khalid Nabi

Khalid Nabi Cemetery in Gonbad is
well-known for its tombstones. This
cemetery located in the mountainous
heights of Golestan, a little far from
Khalid Nabi shrine, on one of the many
hills of this region, has collected many
stone statues in a scattered form around
it. You should pass a steep and stepped
pathway from the entrance of the shrine
to the cemetery of Khalid Nabi for around
fifteen minutes and enter a very grassy
and beautiful plain. There are shrines
or tombs called Chopan Ata and Alam

Baba alongside Khalid Nabi Cemetery,
in addition to Khalid Nabi Shrine. There
are 3 kinds of tombstones in Khalid Nabi
Cemetery. The first type is high cylindrical
tombstones with high weight, the second
type is cruciform tombstones including
a hemispherical face, and the third type,
in which their numbers are less than the
others are in the shape of a ram’s horn. But
Khalid Nabi Cemetery is a more as-
tonishing and unbelievable place com- -
pared to anything else due to its shape of
the statues or tombstones. The tombstones
of men and women vary due to their gen-

der and are a representation of their gender.

1- Takht-e Soleyman Ganj Lake

You may have heard of the mysterious and threatening
Lake of Takht-e Soleyman. But the mysterious character
of the lake has turned it as one of the tourist attractions for
foreign and domestic tourists. Takht-e Soleyman complex
is one of the historical and antiquated masterpieces of Iran,
which is located 42 km northeast of Takab in West Azerbai-
janand in amountainous area. There is a hill in the northwest
of Takht-e Soleyman that there is a hole at 100 meters deep
at its top. This hole is named “Soleyman Prison”. A high
mountain in the northeast of this hill is known as *“ Takht-e
Belgeys”. But what is most interesting and astonishing for
tourists in this ancient region is the presence of mysterious
lakes, full of treasures of ancient Iran and other parts of the
world. Some people believe that Solomon has beaten his
stick on the ground at this point and created boiling springs
and a lake. There is a more scientific definition of

this phenomenon, which connects the swallowing of any

creature on the surface of the water to the mud caused by the
volcanic ash of the lake floor. Achaemenid king Cyrus, after
conquering the king of Lydia, returned the conquered king with
him to Iran and located in a place near Hamedan, but threw all
his treasures and valuable objects as a vow in the water of this
lake. Additionally, the inhabitants of these domains emptied
their beloved properties into this lake as a vow throughout the
continued periods of wars between the Iranians and the Ro-
mans. It is stated that when this place was blockaded by the
“Roman” general in 36 BC, the guardians of the fire temple
and the temple of Venus have emptied their valuable objects
and treasures into the lake. Consequently, regarding that it
has not been possible to access to the depths of this lake at no
time in history, it can be hoped that there are many treasures
and objects that were thrown in the lake as a vow by ancient

Iran and other nations on the floor of this mysterious lake.

Mashhad, is known as one of the scariest places

in Iran that not everyone dares to go there, and _¢

many people who purpose to go to this forest re-
gret and return in the middle of the way. This for-

est has a very attractive prospect, but at the same ¥t %

time, sounds similar to a woman screaming can be
heard when night comes. As some ancient inhab-
itant’s state, “this forest has been cursed and fair-
ies and ghosts wander in the darkness of night.”
Others believe that the wind blowing in the forest
and shaking the leaves of the trees cause to create
this sound, but the sound detected from this forest
has no similarity to the sound of the wind and the
leaves. In previous years, experts acted to examine
and investigate in the forest and discovered that
the sounds heard are only related to a type of crick-

ets that disappeared in the trunks of trees as the air § %

darkened and began to produce sound in groups.

9- “Cal jenny” in Tabas

Cal Jenny is a very old valley with
elegant and weird valleys and erosions.
This valley, which locals know it as the
Valley of the elves, is located in Tabas.
Cal Jenny has consisted of two parts,
Cal and Jenny. Cal is a valley or path
generated by floods and water flows.
Because the villagers have recognized
this place scary and the place of the
attendance of elves. Patterns on the
walls indicate erosion and the floods
beyond thousands of years. Perhaps
roaring rivers have passed through here

in the past.

8- Rig Jen desert

Rig Jen desert in Anarak, which is known as the Bermuda Trian-
gle of Iran!! It is the third largest sandy in Iran in the central des-
ert region of Iran. The silence of the desert is continually full of
mysteries and it invites everyone that is interested in curiosity and
adventure. This mysterious desert is an excellent place for tourists
who are interested in experiencing panic and excitement and at the
same time, are curious to discover its mysteries. Rig Jen desert dif-
fers absolutely from other desert areas that are implemented for
sightseeing and public viewing and entertainment such as car rid-
ing in the desert and is only proper for people interested in nature
and professional desert hikers. One of these sounds that is known
as “rock crying”, is the result of the natural phenomenon of tem-
perature differences between night and day, and are so extensive
in Rig Jan desert that they cause the rocks to expand and contract,
breaking them and produce a sound that is called the cry of a stone.

10- Bisotun Inscription

Bisotun in Kermanshah was called Baghston in the
past, which means the place of Bagh, that it was be-
cause of the Zoroastrian clerics’ belief in this region,
that was regarded as a symbol of Bagh (God). Later, it
was changed to Bisotun due to using it frequently and
the passage of time. The role of Bisotun explains the
victory of Darius I over Gaumata magus and the nine
rebels. The symbol of Forouhar can be observed flying
above this outstanding pattern. Darius lifted his right
hand in praise of Ahuramazda and placed his left foot
on the chest of Gaumata who had befallen below his
feet. This inscription is in fact a triumph letter that de-
scribes the events of the first years of Darius’ reign and
the conquests that he achieved during the suppression
of internal uprisings and revolutions.
